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Church policy and procedures rarely make it to places of prominence in our 
newsletter but our Administrative Council has approved a new set of policy 
and procedures that warrant your attention.  Way back in 1996, when our 
congregation was just celebrating 100 years in ministry, the General 
Conference of the United Methodist Church established an emphasis that 
soon became a requirement for every UMC.  It was called “Safe Sanctuaries” 
and the purpose was for each church to adopt policy and implement 
procedures to ensure the safety of everyone involved in the ministries of the 
local church.  Safe Sanctuaries covers vetting of adult volunteers involved 
with ministries for children and youth, setting minimum standards and 
procedures for supervision in those ministries, training staff and volunteers to 
identify potential abuse, and how to comply with the requirements for liability insurance.  It covers how to 
report potential abuse, and who is responsible for alerting authorities when abuse is suspected.  

You may be wondering why this is so important at Brighton UMC?  We live in a fallen world and one of the 
realities that we must guard against is the potential for harm, especially to the littlest and most vulnerable in our 
church.  We like to think that abuse could never happen here but we need only look to the clergy abuse scandals 
that continue to rock our Roman Catholic brothers and sisters to see that diligence is required.  Mandating the 
number of volunteer and staff needed to safely supervise a ministry minimizes the opportunity of a potential 
abuser to take advantage of situations.  It also protects staff and volunteers from false allegations.  Training staff 
and volunteers to recognize potential physical and sexual abuse ensures that we are doing all we can to keep our 
children safe both in our ministries and beyond our walls.  Proper vetting of staff and volunteers ensures 
everyone’s safety and provides peace of mind to parents entrusting their children to the ministries of this church.    

All this sounds important, but you may be wondering what it has to do with you.  In the coming months, you 
may be asked to fill out a volunteer information form and if you are relatively new to our congregation, you may 
be asked for character references.  You may be thinking, “I’ve been a member and a volunteer here for years.  
Why do they need this information now?” We need every volunteer to provide this information as a part of this 
intentional and comprehensive policy to keep our people, young and old, safe in our church.  You will be asked 
for this every year, and if nothing has changed you can simply initial the same form for a new year.  You may 
also be asked to participate in a short volunteer training.  You may be thinking, “I’ve worked with kids before, I 
don’t need training.”  Our world is constantly changing, which means the potential for harm is constantly 
changing.  This training will provide you with basic tools to help you create the safest environment possible for 
our children.  You may also be asked to help in new ways.  While we have a paid youth ministry director to 
oversee our youth ministry, we are asking parents and other adults to help ensure that at least two adults are 
present at all youth functions.   This is new to our policy but imperative for the safety of our youth and their 
director.  

I know that this policy brings some new and not always obvious elements to our ministries and that you may 
have questions.  I want to encourage you to ask your questions, bring your feedback and take these policies 
seriously.  Have patience with the leaders of our ministries as we seek to implement these policies over the 
course of this year.  Finally, please feel free to talk with me if you need further clarification or have concerns.  
Let us work together to make Brighton UMC safe for all to come and know that the Lord is GOOD.

Safety - Due to national incidents, we are looking at ways and individuals to keep us all safer  as we worship. 

Sharing the Gospel with Others ï OCC works to get our incredible sermons out to those who cannot attend service. 

Thanksgiving meal delivery - We round up dr ivers to help deliver  meals on Thanksgiving morning to those unable to 
provide that meal for various reasons.  

Totes for Hope ï This program continues to bless our community by providing non-perishable food items for children to  
survive the weekends when they do not receive meals at school. Currently, we are serving 96 children in 4 elementary 
schools. This program is possible because of the generosity of Food Bank of the Rockies. 

Transportation - Some in our  congregation need a r ide to church or  other  activities. 

Visitations ï By phone and in person, we have several individuals who visit. This is a great way to serve the Lord! If you are 
ready, let's go! If you would like some training, we are working on that too! 

Wonderful Wednesdays ï Originally, started by OCC, but is now a stand-alone ministry. This is a special fellowship time 
open to all! From those who cannot make it on Sunday mornings, to those who may not attend our church.   

  

We have also become a vital source to 
many in our community. We are working as the "heart of the body" in our area, pumping out good into the lives we touch, and 
welcoming those outside into the warm loving spot where the Holy Spirit can fill and revitalize them, and us.

for kids while family and friends listen in. Along with their 

shoebox gift, children also receive The Greatest Gift, a colorful presentation of the Gospel in 

their own language. 

During October you can donate money or items to fill the boxes. In early November we will 

have a packing party and take the filled boxes to a local collection point. If you want to donate 

money to purchase items for a box, please designate your donation to Shoebox Ministry. If you 

donate items, remember they must fit into a shoebox with other items, so size counts. We        

always try to include something to wear, something to play with, something for school,            

something special, and something for personal hygiene. We cannot include food items; any-

thing with glass or liquid; or toy guns, knives, and military figures. Use your imagination, or 

bring any of the following to the collection box at the church:

¶ Pencils, pens, markers, blunt scissors, erasers, pencil sharpeners, small notebooks 

¶ Socks, caps, scarves, jewelry
